It is not 
written with the thoughts that this is a complete book on every idea that you could implement 
in your home while teaching Language Arts the most natural way.  I could have gone on into an-
other whole book…part two??? Yes, I left out many other models of natural writing just due to 
space…and exhaustion!  We use other models in our home like writing booklets and books (see 
my two other books on this: Homemade Books! Yes! You Can Be a Writer Too! and Let’s 
Make a  Lapbook!)…doing research papers…writing articles…writing book reviews…keeping data 
lists…creative writing…essay writing… on and on. But, I just had to stop somewhere!  Keep your 
eyes open for more writing on these models.   
 
     I say this to share that this book is intended to help you get started teaching Language 
Arts in an easy, natural way!  It is by all means not a path to go down. You have your own path 
to travel with your young writer.  My prayer is that you will see how easy it is to follow God’s 
individual plan for your child and that you will see how His plan will work regardless of how sim-
ple it may seem!   
 
     When I think of teaching writing to my children, I hear this call from Jesus whispering to 
my soul,  “Come to Me, all you who labor and are heavy laden and overburdened, and I will 
cause you to rest, [I will ease and relieve and refresh your souls.]  Take my yoke upon 
you and learn of me, for I am gentle (meek) and humble (lowly) in heart, and you will find 
rest (relief and ease and refreshment and recreation and blessed quiet) for your souls.  
For my yoke is wholesome (useful, good—not harsh, hard, sharp, or pressing, but com-
fortable, gracious, and pleasant), and My burden is light and easy to be borne.” Matthew 
11: 28-30 (Amplified Bible)  May you come to Jesus not to me or a mere book, as you desire to 
glean the direction to follow as you teach Language Arts.  If you are laboring, heavy laden, or 
overburdened, go to Him in rest!  You will find that the very moment that you come to Him, you 
will find the ease, relief and refreshment that your soul is looking for.  His yoke of teaching 
your child is not the heavy, confusing, and difficult method that we tend to associate with 
teaching writing. Far from that, the yoke of Jesus is wholesome, focused on the things that 
you and your child will find useful and good. It makes sense. It is perfect preparation for 
whatever they need in life. The yoke of Jesus will be simple, comfortable, gracious, and pleas-
ant for you in your home with your children rather than harsh, hard, sharp or pressing!  Yes, 
His burden is light and easy to be borne!   
 
     I share this not to say that my way or my ideas are “the way of Jesus.” But, instead to 
share with you that YOU can trust HIM each step of the way to show you His way for you and 
your family.  I pray as you consider the ideas in this book, that you will be challenged to search

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We have two forms that we have designed to 
help with this area! The first is our Chore 

Planner. Our Chore Planner works with our Chore 
Chart to make an easy system for dividing 

up family chores, helping your children know what 
needs to be done that THEY can do, and re-

warding their diligence with little blessings along 
the way! 

 

Instructions: 
 
1. Chore Planner...First, copy one page for each family member. We like for ours to be 

printed on bright colored pieces of cardstock paper (one color for each child). Fill in 
the spaces to list chores that need to be completed by each family member. After 
we filled in our spaces, we laminated our copy and placed it on the refrigerator for 
easy reference. 

2. Chore Chart...Copy one page for each family member. Again, we also copied ours on 
bright colored pieces of cardstock paper (one color for each child). Help each family 
member list their “wishes” on the form. At this point, we laminated our pages so 
they would be as durable as possible (we keep these on the refrigerator too!). De-
cide on how to check off the squares—we use cute stickers from the dollar store 
for each box. You could use a rubber stamp...an autograph...etc.  

3. Putting it all to work for you...As each member faithfully completes each chore, 
check off each child’s Chore Chart. We set the goal of a completed chart in ex-
change for their wishes! When they faithfully complete whole chart of tasks, we 
reward them with their blessing for their faithfulness.
